Yet to register a victory on these shores, which covers his five rounds of racing during 
this event, but has caught the eye in defeat a number of times.

Best effort over course and distance was his 2nd to Antigua Hawk in the second round, 
where he recorded 28.90sec.

Bred and trained by Liam Dowling out of world renowned Ballymac Kennels in 
Ballymacelligott, County Kerry.

Sire Ballymac Cooper, who was also handled by Dowling, finished 3rd in 2020 Irish Derby 
and was also a finalist in the Champion Stakes at Shelbourne Park in the same year, now 
established at sire having produced open-class performers such as Joes Sagar and Hove 
Puppy Cup runner-up Ballymac Zari.

Out of Dowling-bred dam Ballymac Arminta, who won the 2019 Champion Stakes, 
Ballymac Gizmo’s damline goes back to 1990 whelp Blonde Slippy and is a sixth 
generation of breeding for the Kerry-based breeder and trainer.

King Capaldi in English Puppy Derby final here in November and has remained favourite 
ever since.

The only British-bred finalist and a superstar performer with a brilliant record.

Oxford Puppy Collar and Kent Plate runner-up, winner of the Olympic at Hove in 
December.

Made his debut just over a year ago here at Towcester on semi-final night of the 2023 
Derby and has kept the very best company throughout his career.

Marched through this Derby unbeaten up until last week’s semi-finals, a campaign which 
included equalling the track record in the opening round clocking a sparkling 28.58sec.

Bred, reared and trained at the Curragh Kennels of Liz McNair in Ashford and hails from 
an immensely talented litter.

McNair, alongside husband Rab, steered Eden The Kid to third in the 2015 Derby and 
Farloe Trent to the final in 2014.

Sire Droopys Sydney has established himself as the top modern-day stud dog, producing 
numerous stars such as fellow Derby finalist Churchfield Syd, McNair’s superstar lady 
Queen Joni (litter sister) and multiple big-race winner Brookside Richie.

Dam Queen Beyonce was also a home-bred for the McNairs, by the aforementioned 
Eden The Kid and out of their superstar brood bitch Skate On.

Reached semi-finals of last year’s Irish Derby as a pup and has since finished third in the 
Kingdom Derby at Tralee.

One of four Derby finalists in the last four years for Dowling, who also steered Ballymac Tas 
to runner-up in 2019 and Ballymac Vic to third in 2013.

Sire Lenson Bocko won the 2019 Irish Derby with Graham Holland and is now making 
waves as a stud dog.

Dam Ballymac Sarahjo, a daughter of Ballymac Vic, was a finalist in the 2016 Irish Oaks.

Nursed back by Hove handler Richard Rees and his family team, which includes wife 
Jackie and son Charlie, made his return to action five months later and finished runner-
up in the Gold Cup at Monmore.

A Birmingham Cup finalist, before winning the Kent Derby at Central Park and Winter 
Derby at Monmore but was subsequently disqualified from the latter.

A champion with enormous early pace who has improved throughout this Derby and is 
one of two wide seeds lining up.

Rees steered Cochise to third in last year’s Derby and Southwood Jet to the final at 
Nottingham in 2020.

He bids to emulate the Derby successes of his grandfather Phil Rees Snr (Mutts Silver 
1976) and father Philip Rees Jnr (Pagan Swallow 1985).
Sire Droopys Sydney has established himself as the top modern-day stud dog, producing 
numerous stars such as fellow Derby finalist King Memphis among a number of big-race 
winners over a variety of distances.
Dam Millbank Jade was a lightly raced daughter of 2014 Irish Derby champion Laughil 
Blake, Churchfield Syd is the standout name from her first litter with promising pup and 
half-brother Millbank Boiler another notable name among her progeny.

Rathbaun’s Paul Hennessy enjoyed English Derby success with Jaytee Jet in 2016 and 
Priceless Blake in 2019, he also steered Priceless Jet to fourth here two years ago.

One of two wides and has dug deep to qualify from off the pace numerous occasions 
during this Derby campaign, but also produced one of the performances of the 
competition when winning his quarter final by over 10 lengths in 28.68sec.

Not the most consistent at the start, but covers the ground well from halfway and rates as 
a big player in this year’s Derby final.

Sire Good News bagged the 2017 Irish Derby and reached a number of big finals including 
the Scottish Derby decider in the same year.

Now a top stud dog who has produced numerous champions, most notably staying types 
such as Minnie Bullet and Warzone Tom as well as 2021 Oaks heroine Billys Diva.

Dam Roanna Bess was a lightly raced daughter of Droopys Cain, reached the semi-finals of 
the 2020 Irish Oaks before she was retired to the breeding paddocks.
Her first litter included open-class performer Forest Icon, Boylesports Bob is the most 
notable name from her second litter, which also includes the talented Getup Me Boy.
